OUTSTANDING GREEN BUILDING PRACTITIONERS, PROGRAMS,
PRODUCTS RECOGNIZED DURING NATIONAL GREEN BUILDING
CONFERENCE

April 2, 2003, Baltimore, Md. - As part of the fifth annual Mational Grean
Building Conference in Baltimore, the NAHB Research Center presented winners
of the National Green Building Awards. The awards program, now in its third
year, continues to honor and encourage builders, programs, advocates, and
products in the advancement of environmentally-friendly residential
construction.

Six awards in four categories were presented during the opening ceremonies of
the National Green Building Conference, which was held in Baltimore, Md.,
March 30-April 1. The winner of the Outstanding Green Product Award, which is
selected from among exhibiting companies by attendee ballot, was announced
during the Conference's clasing ceremony. Winners of the MNational Gresn
Building Awards program for 2003 include:

= Green Advocate of the Year - A "Green Advocate” is someone whao is a
champion for the green building industry. Someonea who, through tireless
and often voluntary efforts has affected change in the field of resource-
efficient new home construction. The 2003 winner of this award is Peter
Pfeiffer, principal at Barley + Pfeiffer Architects of Austin, Texas, who is a
pioneer and adamant believer in the implementation of passive solar
design in all realms of construction. Among his many accomplishments
through his over 20-year career, Pfeiffer invented TechShield, an
innovative insulative sheathing system that uses plywoad with an
aluminum barrier to cool attics in high heat areas by a minimum of 30
percent. Judges felt that Pfeiffer's consistency and passion about green
building, since before the term even existed, warranted this recognition

« Green Project of the Year, Affordable Category - This award is
presented to the company that best showcasas green design and
canstruction techniques in new affaordable homes, which are priced at or
below 110 percent of the local median sales price. Artistic Homes of




Albuquerque, N.M., woen the award in this category. Judges saw a very
comprehensive approach to Artistic's preoject including a pre-construction
energy analysis, collaboration with cutside specialty contractors and
consultants, attention to home performance details, and incorporation of
cost effective design and construction technigues.

Green Project of the Year, Production Category - This award is
presented to the company that best showcases green design and |
construction techniques in new homes, in which at least 10 homes have l
been built to the same specifications. The award for this category was
presented to McStain Meighberhoods of Boulder, Celo. Not only did the
judges appreciate McStain's attitude toward constant improvement of
their homes and their processes, but they also saw a strong company
culture and commitment to resource efficiency in that mast of their
employees independently participate in green building praograms.,

Green Project of the Year, Custom Category - This award is presented
to the company that best showcases green design and construction
technigues in a new home that is priced at or abowve 110 percent of the
local median sales price. The winner of this year's award Is Coha
Construction Services, Inc. of Portland, Ore. In evaluating this company,
judges noted a strong mission statement, well-documented development
and construction processes, and a dedicated effort to "close the loop" an
the materials use process.

Mational Green Building Program of the Year, New Category - This
award is given to a home builder association, non-profit group, ukility, or
other agency with an exemplary green building pragram that is less than
three years old, with demonstrated efforts to expand through
advertisement, builder recruitment, training, and education. The judgss
selected Seattle's Built Green™ program coordinated by the Home
Builders Assaciation of King and Snohomish Counties as the winner of this
award based an the comprehensiveness of its mission and its excellent
potential for fubure market penetration.

Mational Green Building Program of the Year, Established Category
= This award is presented to a home builder assaciation, non-profit group,
utility, or other agency with an exemplary green building program that is
mare than three yvears old, with demanstrated efforts to expand through
advertisement, builder recruitment, training, and education. The Green
Building Program of the Home Builders Association of Metropolitan Denver
gaot the judges' nod for this categary. This statewide program, which has
been araund since 1995, has always had a very well-defined mission and
scape and has been very successful with nearly 13,500 hames certified
under the project since its inception.

Outstanding Green Product of the Year - This award is open to
exhibitors at the Mational Green Building Conference and is selected by
attendee ballot during the Conference. Bio-Based Systems of Rogers, Ark.,
won the acclaim of this year's attendees with its soybean-based product,
Bio-Based 500, a semi-rigid, open cell, half-pound faam insulation. The
company says this product is water blown and contains no VOCs, CFCs, or
