ASHEVILLE, NC (Sept. 1, 2009) – BioBased Insulation® was used in an unusual building project 
recently that has been turned into a prime time show on a national cable network. 
DIY Network’s Blog Cabin, television’s only interactive homebuilding series, began airing its third 
season recently. Endless Supply Company, a BioBased Insulation® Certified Dealer, insulated the 
cabin which was built at The Preserve at Little Pine, just outside of Asheville, N.C.
Internet users voted on design elements for a real log cabin including the lot, the floor plan and 
finishes. Then DIY Network experts built the cabin based on the winning features. Throughout the 
process viewers could follow construction of the cabin in real-time via a Web site and blog. 
The project had a large following online. Selection of the lot for the cabin racked up more than 
232,000 votes, and selection of the cabin’s design generated 1.2 million votes.
DIY Network selected Asheville-based Greenstone Builders to construct the 2,400-square-foot 
cabin. Greenstone Builders specializes exclusively in ENERGYSTAR and HealthyBuilt homes. 
Greenstone founder and CEO Rick Dwyer chose Endless Supply and BioBased Insulation® for the 
DIY project. While many elements of the cabin were voted on by bloggers, it was important to 
Dwyer to personally select the best materials for the cabin’s building envelope.
“Because of our commitment to energy-efficient and healthy building, we like the insulating and 
air sealing qualities of foam,” Dwyer said. “We have chosen BioBased Insulation® because it also has 
a soy component, which minimizes the use of petroleum products.”
Dwyer’s company has used BioBased Insulation® and Endless Supply Company to insulate a num-
ber of their homes ranging from smaller entry-level to custom estate homes, so he didn’t have to 
worry about the quality of the installation or the performance of the product.
“The homes we build are tight in construction, and our clients have told us that their heating and 
cooling costs have been reduced significantly,” Dwyer said.
Steve Deweese, owner of Endless Supply Company, said that the construction of the cabin was re-
ally similar to other houses he’s worked on for Greenstone Builders.
“The challenge in this project came in the need to work around the schedule of the film crews,” De-
weese said. “The project had to be sprayed in two phases instead of all at one time, which is typical 
for most jobs.”
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Deweese said that the site itself also presented some unique challenges simply due to the number of 
vehicles and people on site because of the film crew in addition to the construction crews.
“We were very pleased with the end result of the installation and received many positive responses 
about the product and our work from the film crew and other trades working on the project,” De-
weese said.
